The Crocker Park location will serve Hangry Joe’s core menu categories, including chicken
sandwiches, chicken fingers, wings, chicken and waffles, wraps, and loaded sides.

One standout menu item is the Nashville-style Hot Chicken Sando, featuring a crispy
chicken breast on a brioche bun topped with pickles and cider slaw. Guests looking for a
heartier option can also try the Mega Chicken Sando, an eight-ounce seasoned chicken

breast served with cider slaw, pickles, and Hangry sauce on a brioche bun.

A defining feature of the Hangry Joe’s experience is the ability to choose from multiple
spice levels ranging from No Seasoning and Mild to Medium, Hot, and the brand’s signature
Angry Hot, which requires guests to sign a waiver.

Hangry Joe’s also notes that Crocker Park will be Halal-certified.
